1 For all persons campaigning for election at dist@anventions there will be an allowance of ZERPIHOLLARS
for the use of campaign expenses. No materisdemices donated, purchased, or otherwise obtairegdbe used for
campaigning or distributed at District Conventiok@EPT for those materials authorized by the Dis#idministrator and
District Board.

2. All candidates at district convention who wisthave literature distributed by the district tsigomit one (1) 8.5 X
11 inch piece of campaign literature to the Disttidministrator, along with a completed Statemdr€andidacy for District
Office sheet and the Candidate Biographical Infaiomasheet postmarked IBgbruary 29, 2008 A picture is strongly
recommended to be included on the candidate'sfites.

3. The district will produce a candidates pat&edie distributed in the registration materialeath convention
attendee. This packet will include each candidgte2-submitted piece of literature on one sidan8.5 X 11 inch page, while
including the candidate's pre-submitted biograghidarmation form on the other side of that page&istandard formation
which must remain the same for each candidates ipatfpe packet.

4, No candidate may distribute any literaturesteis, or any campaign materials of any kind atltbgict convention.
The only campaign material to be distributed ig thaterial included in the candidates packet tdib&ibuted at the time of
convention registrationEailure to comply will risk a candidate’s disqudigcation.

5. Those candidates who submit literature arimraphical information to the District Administoa by the deadline
(postmarked) will have the information includedlie approved candidates packet. Those candiddtesubmit literature
and/or biographical information to the District Athistrator AFTER the deadline, OR those candidaties do NOT submit
material whatsoever, will NOT have material incldde the candidates packet.

6. No campaign materials except for speecheshwilillowed BEFORE convention. Travel costs, iditig food,
lodging, and gasoline, for a Key Club member td@ @glivisional meeting, district function, or intéub, are not considered
campaign expenses.

7. A candidate for District Office must submita\etters of recommendation from any of the follogvpeople: the
candidate's Faculty Advisor, the school princitia, Kiwanis Advisor, or the candidate's counselarleast one letter must
come from either the Faculty Advisor or the KiwaAidvisor. These letters are to be submitted wittgBaphical Sketch and
Statement of Candidacy.

8. All candidates are expected to appear at theses on Friday and Saturday of the district eotien. On Friday
night each candidate should present a brief twaiteiapeech and use the remaining three minutepistioning. On
Saturday, the entire time may be devoted to quastio

9. It is each candidate's responsibility to attdre Election Committee meeting to receive hisfiaeicus schedule.

10. All candidates are to be present forttoeise of Delegatemeeting on Saturday.
