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Hospitalized infants and children need special pharmaceuti-
cals and equipment engineered to work with their small stat-
ure. From the tiniest tube or milliliter of medication to 
ECMO, a formidable device that acts as an artificial lung 
outside the body, medicines and machines that help sick kids 
get well are specialized - and high priced. Skilled pediatric professionals armed with evolving 
treatments and expensive tools work to save more than 14 million children annually from life-
threatening injuries, birth defects, cancer, and numerous other ailments.  
In order to afford treatment, children's hospitals require funding. Children's Miracle Network 
(CMN) is a nonprofit organization that raises money to benefit hospitalized kids and increases 
awareness of its member hospitals. All CMN contributions directly benefit hospitals, helping 
to purchase up-to-date equipment, train staff, conduct life-saving research, implement out-
reach programs, and provide healthcare for children whose parents can't afford to pay.  
In 1996, Key Club International decided to partner with CMN. Key Clubs participate by 
sponsoring fund-raising events. In addition to raising funds, Key Club members also can par-
ticipate in service projects at their local children's hospital in the following ways: 
-Provide toys and dolls for kids going through trauma.  
-Contribute to or create video, toy, or book lending libraries or playrooms.  
-Help staff information booths or surgery waiting rooms.  
-Assist families with children who require long-term care.

This past March, Duyen Le (Division 8 Lt. Governor), my brother Rajiv, and I paid a visit to the Pediatric Neurosurgery Research Divi-
sion at the Childrenôs Memorial Research Center. We sat in on presentations by a team of scientists and doctors, who spoke of their 
cutting edge research in the field. Specifically, they discussed conditions that affect newborns and children, such as rare brain tumors 
and genetic diseases. An example of the kind of novel things theyôre working on: nanodiamonds. What are nanodiamonds, you ask? 
Literally miniscule pieces of diamonds coated in chemotherapeutic medicines that can be injected into the site of the tumor and last 
much longer than medicines administered through orthodox methods, and in much higher concentrations due to pinpoint targeting. It 
seemed really promising and gave us a good idea of what all our fundraising efforts are going to! Afterwards, we toured the laboratory 
in which all the research is done, and even got to see some of the equipment that was bought with Key Club donations. Spastics is a 
fantastic recipient of our fundraising, utilizing it efficiently by putting it in the hands of the world's leaders in pediatric neurosurgery.
